Nawvoo Polygamous Families

The following chart lists 196 male polygamists in Nauvoo and their 717
wives, which would expand to 1,134 after the westward migration. This in-
formation is derived from diaries and journals, census and church records,
and various biographical writings. When differences arise in dates of birth,
death, or marriage, or in the spelling of a name, the consensus of the majority
of available documents is assumed to be correct. Weight is given to docu-
ments that have proven to be reliable. The primary sources upon which this
chart is based, and their availability at different periods of time, are discussed
in chapter 8.

Two symbols appear on the chart. An asterisk (*) indicates that an indi-
vidual was part of the inner circle of about thirty Nauvoo men, members of
the so-called Quorum of the Anointed. A dagger (') shows that a wife was
married “for time only,” as long as she and her husband each shall live, rather
than “for time and eternity,” for this life and the next. The doctrine of celestial
marriage conceived of vast other worlds of planetary systems, which were
contemplated as nuturing infinite afterlife civilations. Whereas a husband
might have some wives “for eternity,” and others “for time only,” possibly be-
cause these women were sealed to someone else “for eternity,” a wife in the
Latter-day Saint community would be married “for time” to only one man at
once, or sealed “for eternity” to only one man, pending a “temple divorce,”
whence she could be sealed to someone else. A man, by contrast, was permit-
ted to possess plural wives either “for time” or “for eternity.” When Joseph
Smith’s colleagues married his widows, they were regarded as spouses “for
time,” and even though these women might have had children by their
“levirate” husbands (Joseph’s brothers in spirit), these wives and children
were thought to belong to their eternal sealing partner in the next world.

1. One month after his plural marriage to Roxena Rachel Repshire, Adams died of cholera in
Nauvoo (Hogan, “James Adams”). One indication that Adams was part of the inner circle of po-
lygamists is that he participated in a plural sealing of Eliza Partridge to Joseph Smith on May 11,
1843 (SAB 2:33, 3:33; HR 6:233).

2. Denton was sealed to Adams on the same date Emma Smith was sealed to Joseph Smith
in 1843; Adams performed the polygamous marriages of Smith to Emily D. and Eliza M. Par-
tridge, witnessed by Emma (Hierarchy-1, 494).

3.0n Oct. 13, 1869, in Salt Lake City, Roxena Rachel Adams affirmed that on July 11, 1843,
she was married to James Adams by Joseph Smith “for time and all eternity,” “James Adams al-
ready having one wife” (SAB 1:86; 4:88; Bachman, “Study of the Mormon Practice of Plural Mar-
riage,” 351). An AF has SD 1847, perhaps a re-sealing (see also Bergera, “Identifying the Earliest
Mormon Polygamists”).

101. Two of Elizabeth’s previous husbands, Gilbert Goldsmith and Joseph Brackenbury, had
died before she married Jabez Durfee, with whom she lived in Nauvoo simultaneously with Jo-
seph Smith, whom she married in 1842; she separated from Durfee and on Jan. 22, 1846, was
re-sealed “for eternity” to Joseph Smith and to Cornelius Lott for time.

“July 20 M. P. to O Hyde" (Faulring, American Prophet’s Record, 396). “Probably sealed” Dec. 17,
1845, before temple completed (Weston N. Nordgren to Mrs. Ralph E. Woolley, Mar. 14, 1949,
LDS Archives.)

153. Charlotte and Orson later separated (Hyde, Orson Hyde, 499).

154. A list of Aaron’s wives (Utah State Historical Society Archives) has Sarah Maria MD
Mar. 1, 1857, and death “on plains (no children),” otherwise confirming data except for omission
of Jemina Davis.

155. Childbirth years 1847-63.

156. AF indicate marriage in Nauvoo, or in Garden Grove, lowa, en route to Salt Lake Valley
sealing in WQ 1847 (alternately May 18, 1846).

157. Jemina was sealed to Aaron’s brother, Huntington, on Jan. 21, 1846, and married to
Aaron for time in 1857.

158. Childbirth years 1842-60. For SD by Joseph Smith, see Johnson, My Life’s Review,
95-96; cf. Smith, Intimate Chronicle, 123. SB has repeat sealing Feb. 3, 1846, and BD 1820; an
AF has BD 1817.

176. Re-sealed Feb. 7, 1846. Charlotte was separated from Heber by 1849 and married
Thadews Constatine Hicks/Hix Oct. 15, 1850.

177. Nancy and Heber married for time; they were re-sealed Feb. 3, 1846, and divorced in
1865 (Whitney, Life of Heber C. Kimball).

178. Marriage for time, Heber standing as proxy for Sarah’s sealing to Joseph Smith. Sarah
and Heber were sealed for time, first on Oct. 12, 1844, then re-sealed Jan. 26, 1846; they di-
vorced in June 1851.

179. Married Heber for time among seven of Joseph’s widows (Whitney, Life of Heber C.
Kimball, 418-20). Martha affirmed her sealing to Joseph Smith in summer 1842; obituary said Au-
gust, 1842 “in the Nauvoo temple” (Compton, 724). Heber proxy for Martha's re-sealing to Jo-
seph on Jan. 26, 1846.

180. Ellen and sister Harriet Sanders emigrated from Denmark. They were the daughters of Aa-
gaat Ystein Sondresen and Aase Olsdatter Rommerasen Bakka. Ellen was re-sealed Jan. 12, 1846.

181. Married for time, Heber standing as proxy for Lydia’s sealing to Joseph Smith (Compton,
8, 632); she and Heber later divorced. An Endowment House record has Lydia’s later marriage to
James Goff.

182. Married for time; re-sealed Jan. 15, 1846 (Whitney, Life of Heber C. Kimball).

183. MD comes from Compton and Hatch, Widow's Tale, 40; an AF has alternate MD Dec.
29, 1845. A son, Abraham Alonzo Kimball, born Apr. 16, 1846. Re-sealed Feb. 2, 1846.

184. MD to Joseph Smith July 27, 1842; civil marriage to Joseph Kingsbury for appearance
sake, Apr. 29, 1843 (NDM, 104); married to Heber for time, he was proxy for Sarah Ann’s
re-sealings to Joseph Smith in Mar. 1845 and on Jan. 12, 1846.

185. Presendia married Norman Buell, Joseph Smith, and Heber Kimball. Heber served as
proxy for her sealing to Smith ca. 1845 (NMPS, 33; Hierarchy-1, 557; Compton, 125, “after
March 17"; Brown, 171n). She was re-sealed to Smith, Kimball for time, Feb. 4, 1846. Her
brother Dimick said he married her to Joseph Smith Dec. 11, and sister Zina Oct. 27, 1841, wit-
nessed by Fanny Maria Huntington (SAB, May 1, 1869).

186. Amanda was the younger sister of Heber’s fifth wife, Ann Alice Gheen. Re-sealed Feb.
2, 1846.

187. Re-sealed Feb. 2, 1846.

188. Martha and Laura Pitkin were older “spinsters” who “came from Quincy to live with

Vilate.” Martha was re-sealed Feb. 3, 1846, divorced. She died in WQ (Kimball, Heber C. Kimball,
76, 95, 230, 312).

189. BD comes from Compton and Hatch, Widow’s Tale, 41; an AF has alternate BD Sept.
12,:1823:

159. The addenda to Johnson, My Life’s Review, 389, confirms MD. Clayton records May
16-17, 1843, visit to Johnson where Smith gave “instructions on priesthood” (plural marriage).
HR has re-sealing Nov. 14, 1844; SB has another re-sealing Feb. 3, 1846.

160. The AFs have Flora and Benjamin divorcing and having their sealing canceled.

161. Susan was proxy for Joel's sealing to his first wife, Anna, who died one month before
Susan’s marriage. 3

162. For SD, an AF has 1993; NMPS, 181, has “date and place unknown.”

163. BE 3:663 has John marrying at age nineteen, between Oct. 1836 and 1837, and Ellen
bearing six children, three of whom died in infancy or crossing the plains.

164. Childbirth years 1838-60.

165. SB has BD 1808, same day and month. When Eli left on mission, Jane separated and
married Simeon Adams Dunn in WQ May 1846; she divorced Simeon 1848 and rejoined Eli when
he returned in 1852 and traveled to Salt Lake City with him.

166. An AF has a variant, Minerva Hunt, probably due to a later marriage. SB has Woods,
though hard to read. Re-sealed Jan. 20, 1846.

167. MD comes from Joseph Kelting affidavit, Mar. 1, 1894 (Succession, 119-20). Re-sealed
to Lucy Feb. 6, 1846.

168. Childbirth years 1823-50.

169. Childbirth years 1842/3-49/50. Kimball family has Sarah’s marriage at age thirty-one, af-
ter May 3, 1842, but conception in Jan.-Mar. suggests earlier date (Kimball, Heber C. Kimball, 95;
Kimball, “Heber C. Kimball,” 467). An AF has MD to William Spencer Noon Feb. 12, 1829, at age
seventeen. Re-sealed to Heber Jan. 15, 1846.

170. Marriage for time, Heber standing as proxy for Rebecca’s sealing to Frederick Granger
Williams; re-sealed Feb. 7, 1846.

171. Childbirth years 1851-61; re-sealed Feb. 2, 1846.

172. Re-sealed to Hyrum Smith Jan. 15, 1846, Heber proxy for Mary’s sealing to Hyrum; mar-
riage to Heber for time.

173. Sylvia affirmed that her MD to Joseph Smith was Feb. 8, 1842, while she remained
married to Windsor P. Lyon, MD Apr. 21, 1838 (SAB). HR 6:234 has SD 1842. In 1844 she married
Heber for time while he stood proxy for a re-sealing to Smith, repeated Jan. 26, 1846, after
Windsor died. Sylvia separated from Heber and married Ezekiel Clark Jan. 1, 1850, resulting in
three children. One of six prior children with Lyon, Josephine, was said to be a daughter of Joseph
Smith (SAB).

174. Frances separated from Heber in 1851 and married Ezekiel Clark.

175. Re-sealed Jan. 26, 1846.

190. Among Joseph’s widows, married Heber Kimball for time (Whitney, Life of Heber C.
Kimball).

191. Theresa and Heber separated in Mar. 1852.

192. Ruth soon separated from Heber.

193. Married for time to Heber, who was proxy for Sarah’s sealing to James Mulholland.

194. Mary Ann and Heber divorced in 1850.

195. Elizabeth and Heber separated in 1850.

196. Sarah and Heber were separated by 1847.

197. Eliza was the mother of Mary Cravath (1838-95), who married Heber’s son-in-law, Hor-
ace Whitney, Dec. 1, 1856, making Helen Mar Kimball and Mary Cravath s[ster wives.

198. Caroline was sealed to Joseph Kingsbury three times after her death: in Mar. 1843,
Mar. 4, 1845, and Jan. 26, 1846.

199. At her 1845 sealing to Joseph Kingsbury, Dorcas also served as proxy for Joseph's seal-
ing to his first wife, Caroline; she was re-sealed to Joseph Jan. 26, 1846.

200. Vinson'’s first wife, Martha, married Joseph Smith Aug. 1842. No MD for Vinson and
Philinda Clark, but prior to his death (Compton, 369-70). An AF has Martha's sealing to Joseph,
Aug. 1842.

201. There are variant MDs of July 26 (Compton, 365; DUP; Bachman, “Study of the Mor-
mon Practice of Plural Marriage”); June 26 (Kimball, Heber C. Kimball, 310); and Mar. 14 (Quo-
rum, 225; Holzapfel and Cottle, Old Mormon Nauvoo). Martha’s obituary has sealing to Joseph
Smith August 1842 “in the Nauvoo temple” (Compton, 724). Married Heber Kimball Oct. 12,
1844, for time; Heber stood as proxy for Martha’s sealing to Smith, Jan. 26, 1846.

202. Vinson’s first wife, Martha, gave consent for him to marry “Mrs. Levi Myrick,” a Haun’s
Mill widow (Belnap, “Martha McBride Knight").

203. George served as proxy for Martha’s sealing to Harmon Jackson Akes.

204. Probably married 1830s; second wife, Jane, served as proxy for Cynthia’s sealing to

Asahel. An AF applies Jane’s marriage date to Cynthia, which is unlikely. Asahel’s affidavit, Apr. 9,
1839, has Cynthia‘s DD ca. Nov. 1838 (NMPS, 102).

205. Jane’s MD comes from NDM, 93; AF. Jane and Hannah washed and anointed
Dec. 19/18, 1845, prior to 1846 sealing.

206. The third Peacock sister was “possibly sealed” to their common husband about 1847
(NMPS, 101-02).

207. There are variations in names and order of wives in Lee, Mormonism Unveiled (1877
and 1880 editions); Brooks, John Doyle Lee, 1984; and AFs.
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208. Childbirth years 1834-57.

209. MD comes from family records (Brooks, John Doyle Lee, 381); cf. DUP Nov. 4, 1844; AF
Feb. 4, 1844. Re-sealed Jan. 14, 1846 (Brooks, 72-73.)

210. John was “eager to have the wives who had been previously married to him” sealed to
him in the temple in Dec. 1845; the sealings were re-solemnized on Jan. 20, 1846 (Brooks, John
Doyle Lee, 72-73.)

211. Abigail was the mother of two of John's other wives, Agatha Ann and Rachel Andora
Woolsey. John said he married Abigail “for her soul’s sake, for her salvation in the eternal state”
(Lee, Mormonism Unveiled, 289). Re-sealed Jan. 20, 1846 (Brooks, John Doyle Lee, 72-73).

212. John said Nancy had “left her husband in Tennessee, in order to be with the Mormon
people” (Lee, Mormonism Unveiled, 289).

213. An AF has Mary Ann’s divorce from John and marriage to his son, John Alma Lee, Jan.
18, 1859; alternately Aug. 23, 1857. John gives his own MD as 1856 (Brooks, John Doyle Lee,
383); DUP has “1856/58" and undated marriage to son.

214. Brigham Young said John D. Lee and Isaac Haight needed “some young women to re-
new our vitality, so he gave us both a dashing young bride” (Lee, Mormonism Unveiled, 289).

215. Childbirth years 1824-48. SD comes from the family Bible; re-sealed Feb. 4, 1844; Jan.
22, 1846. NMPS, 105, has Lott marrying an unidentified wife Apr. 27, 1845. Daughter, Melissa,
married Joseph Smith.

216. Charity was the mother of Orson and Parley Pratt; her husband, Jared (MD July 7,
1799), died Nov. 5, 1839.

217. Eleanor and Cornelius divorced on Mar. 17, 1848 (NMPS, 106).

218. Marriage for time, Cornelius standing as proxy for Phebe’s sealing to Joseph Knight.
219. Childbirth years 1838-61.

220. Childbirth years 1827-50.

221. Marriage for time, John serving as proxy for Sarah’s sealing to Luther Sweat; John and
Sarah were later divorced.

222. Marriage for time, John serving as proxy for Rhoda’s sealing to John Lawrence (b. June
23, 1803).

223. MD comes from an AF. NMPS, 179, has SD June 3, 1865; AF shows SD Nov. 21, 1847,
likely confused with that of Rhoda Sanford.

224. Mary Elizabeth and Elam divorced in Kanesville, lowa.
225. Jane was the mother of Elam’s first wife, Mary Elizabeth. Jane’s marriage to Elam was for

time; she was said to have been sealed to Joseph Smith “during the Prophet’s lifetime” (NMPS, 82).

247. Vital statistics come from BE 1:482; re-sealed Jan. 19, 1846.

248. Mary Ann and William were separated by Apr. 18, 1850, when Mary Ann married Rob-
ert Thomas.

249. Sarah and William were separated by Jan. 8, 1865, when Sarah married William
Wimmer.

250. Sarah Jane and Benjamin Thomas were married in 1835 in Akron, Ohio; alternative
spelling Trusback (NMPS, 81); AFs give Triesback, Triesbeck, Treasbaugh. Benjamin’s second wife,
Lovina, was proxy for the sealing.

251. Isaac was sealed to a plural wife in Dec. 1843, another in Jan. 1844, four on Jan. 22,
1846, and one more five days later (Quorum, 229).

252. Abigail was Eliza Snowss sister, and Eliza refers to her (Biography and Family Record) in
an Aug. 1843 setting as “Mrs. Morley.” Beecher, Personal Writings of Eliza Roxcy Snow, 273,
notes that in Dec. 1843 Eliza made a copy of her sister’s patriarchal blessing and identified her as
“Morley,” indicating an awareness of the marriage by that date. See also Quorum, 229.

253. NMPS, 143; Quorum, 229.

254. SB has BD 1791; an AF indicates 1790.

255. Betsy and Isaac separated in July 1861 (NMPS, 143, citing diary of J. D. T. McAllister).
256. Ann’s last-known residence was in Santaquin, Utah, on Aug. 19, 1860 (AF; NMPS, 143).
257. SD from AF and NMPS, 143.

258. Mary served as proxy for Helen’s sealing to William. An AF has “Springer,” BD ca. 1802.
Sealed to Isaac Chauncy Haight, May 16, 1849, in Salt Lake City.

259. Marriage for time, William standing as proxy for Eliza’s sealing to A. Cravath.

260. Freeman'’s two wives named Huldah were first cousins. Their mothers, Abigail and
Huldah Chase, were sisters—daughters of Richard and Thankful Chase of Yarmouth, Maine. BE
4:690 has Freeman’s BD Feb. 5, 1778; DD Jan. 22, 1847.

261. She received her temple washing and anointing Dec. 15, 1845.

262. Information on Joseph’s sealing to Mary Adeline, coinciding with their second anointing,
and SDs for first two plural wives comes from Quorum, 230. Beginning with Mary Beaman, Noble
left Nauvoo with three wives.

263. Childbirth years 1835-49. BE 4:691, HR have MD 1837, same month and day; the Jo-
seph Bates Noble diary, (LDS Archives) has 1834.

264. SB does not have an 1846 re-sealing for Sarah.

265. John Pack was proxy for his parents sealing to each other in Aug. 1843 (Bergera, “John
C. Bennett”), with a repeat sealing Feb. 3, 1846 (NMPS, 19). John was sealed to eleven women

226. Susanne and Elam married after Susanne’s first husband, Windsor Lyon, died Jan. 1849
(Compton, 186); she was sealed to Elam in WQ. Her name was alternately spelled “Susan.”

227. Amasa has been credited with two other marriages because he was sealed, Jan. 28,
1846, to Harriet Pamelia Partridge and Esther Gleason; but Harriet, sister of Amasa’s wife, Eliza
Partridge, died in 1840; Esther died in 1845, making these posthumous sealings.

228. Childbirth years 1836-57. SD comes from Quorum, 227.

229. Caroline and Amasa separated 1867, then divorced and had their sealing canceled.

230. Marriage for time, Lyman standing as proxy for Eliza’s sealing to Joseph Smith; Eliza and
Amasa separated in 1867.

231. Under “Diontha,” an AF has MD 1843, but under “Dionitia,” another AF has 1843/45.
DUP shows 1845 but age twenty-seven, indicating 1843. Compton, 434, has 1845, making her
the fifth wife. SB spells her name “Dianitia.”

232. Laura and Amasa divorced in 1853.

233. Lydia and Amasa divorced in 1867.

234. Family tradition has Susanne marrying Windsor Jan. or Feb. 1846 and having a child,
Charles W. Lyon (Compton, 186). Windsor died Jan. 1849 and Susanne married Elam Luddington
in December; no temple record for an 1846 sealing for Susanne and Windsor.

235. Marriage for time, Stephen serving as proxy for Mary’s sealing to Ornan Houghton.

236. Childbirth years 1818-46.

237. NDM, 111, has a civil marriage for Joseph “Mecham” to a Lucina, Feb. 30, 1844, but
without BD to confirm identities; no 1846 sealing record for Lucina.

238. Hanna had two (AF) or ten (DUP) children. Daughter Loretta Sylvia Meacham, BD Jan. 4,
1838, married Joseph Bates Noble, 1857.

239. Childbirth years 1828-48.

240. Mary Catherine and George were sealed at the time of their second anointing (Quorum,
228); re-sealed Jan. 13, 1846.

241. An AF shows MD same as SD in SB, but children suggested in 1830s discredits an 1846
MD.

242. Childbirth years 1837-56.
243. Re-sealed Jan. 27, 1846.
244. Marriage for time, Reuben standing as proxy for Louisa’s sealing to Hyrum Smith.

245. Civil MD unknown (NMPS, 93), but it had to occur before William’s 1834 marriage to
Eliza’s sister, Phoebe.

246. Phoebe acted as proxy for her sister, William’s first wife, Eliza (NMPS, 93; BE 1:481-82).

on Apr. 4, 1870, and Oct. 4, 1876, who were deceased and had not been his wives.
266. Childbirth years 1834-60. NMPS, 19, has SD Aug. 1843; re-sealing Jan. 21, 1846.
267. Re-sealing Jan. 21, 1846. An AF and DUP show BD 1824; SB has 1827,

268. Jane was the widow of John’s brother, Rufus (married 1847). After John died in 1885,
Jane married John Ackerly. Born in Onondaga, New York, Jane died in Millard, Utah (NMPS,
19-20).

269. Mary Judd Eaton “gave her husband, John E. Page, other wives ... [because] well, he
wanted them,” as she told Joseph F. Smith in Aug. 1904 (Smith, Blood Atonement, 50). When
this statement was published in the Deseret News, Mary “denied it all” (Minutes of the Quorum
of the Twelve, May 5, 1954, 4, Alma Sonne Collection, LDS Archives). John's three plural mar-
riages were transacted before his excommunication March 1846, the year he joined James J.
Strang’s church. His plural wives all separated from him. It is possible that, upon his excommuni-
cation, the sealings were erased; it is uncertain whether he was sealed to Rachel and Lois Judd,
his last two wives.

270. An AF has Mary's MD Dec. 26, 1835, but the month and day repeat the MD for Lorraine
Stevens; sources suggest an 1839 marriage, after Lorraine’s death, while Quinn suggests 1838
(Hierarchy-1, 567). In Quorum, 230, Mary’s SD is shown to be prior to Joseph Smith’s death.

271. If Mary Judd gave her husband plural wives “in the days of Joseph Smith,” it implies a
MD earlier than June 1844 (Smith, Blood Atonement, 50). However, Quinn finds that Rachel and
Lois Judd married John Page in 1845 and separated from him in 1846 (Hierarchy-1, 567).

272. Rachel was Mary’s younger sister and widow of James Madison Henderson, who had
died on Apr. 12, 1845, the year Quinn gives as Rachel’s marriage to John (Hierarchy-1, 567). Al-
though prominent in the LDS hierarchy, John was disciplined by a church court in February 1846
and excommunicated on Mar. 1 again on June 26 (Quorum, 230). Quinn says Rachel left John in
1846 and married Jacob Hamblin in Council Bluffs in 1849. If she was sealed to Henderson or
Page, the records have been voided.

273. Harriet gave birth to a baby which died at ten months of age in Sept. 1839, suggesting
a marriage around 1837 when Harriet was about nineteen years of age (NDM, 59, citing Times
and Seasons, Dec. 1839).

274. Childbirth years 1847-71.

275. SB has BD but no other information.

276. Martha married Hezekiah in Bainbridge, New York, sometime before their 1830 bap-
tisms in Colesville, New York. SD from SB; DD from AF looks like a copy of her husband’s data.

277. Marriage for time, Hezekiah standing as proxy for Mary’s sealing to her deceased hus-
band, James Bell. Mary also served as proxy for her deceased daughter, Elizabeth Bell (Sawyer),
whom she gave to Hezekiah even though her daughter had already been civilly married to Levi

Sawyer on May 11, 1845, in Nauvoo, and sealed to him in June, two days before he died. The
1846 proxy sealing overrode the earlier ceremony (NMPS, 194-95). Six months later, Mary, herself,
died.

278. In addition to having five living wives, Martin was sealed in the 1870s to six women
who were deceased (NMPS, 62).

279. A little more than two years after Susan’s death, she was sealed to Martin in Jan. 1846,
his second wife, Mary, acting as proxy.

280. The MD, SD come from NDM, 98. Mary proxy for Martin’s sealing to Susan.
281. Charlotte and Martin married for time only; Charlotte was the widow of Ira Enos West.

282. Sally was sealed to W. W. Phelps on the same day she and William received their second
anointing, again on Jan. 15, 1846.

285. MDs from T. Edgar Lyon, “Orson Pratt: Early Mormon Leader,” M.A. thesis, University of
Chicago, 1932, 171 (cf. England, Life and Thought of Orson Pratt, 97: “latter months of 1844").
Charlotte and Adelia Ann, twenty- and seventeen-year-old sisters from Crown Point, New York, at
time of double marriage to Orson (cf. Van Wagoner, “Sarah M. Pratt,” 83-84, who has marriages
separate and sealings together). Charlotte left Orson in 1845 and married a Mr. Tyler. Adelia Ann
was re-sealed to Orson in the temple on Jan. 13, 1846.

286. Re-sealed Jan. 13, 1846.

287. Mary Ann Frost Stearns served as proxy for Thankful's sealing to Parley on July 24, 1843.
Elizabeth Brotherton was proxy for her Jan. 10, 1846, re-sealing to Parley.

288. Childbirth years 1838-44. SD June 1843 soon after Parley had just returned from mis-
sion to England; but Joseph Smith canceled the sealing and married Mary Ann himself a month
later, July 24, the same date Parley was sealed to his deceased first wife and to Elizabeth, his first
plural wife, as well as apparently for time to Mary Ann. On Feb. 6, 1846, Parley acted as proxy for
Mary Ann’s re-sealing to Joseph Smith. LDS Archives record four children in connection with both
Pratt and Smith, Fawn Brodie suggesting the fourth, Moroni Llewellyn (b. Dec. 7, 1844), might
have been Smith’s (No Man Knows, 461). Mary Ann and Parley divorced in 1853.

289. Re-sealed to Parley Jan. 10, 1846.
290. Re-sealed Jan. 10, 1846.
291. Re-sealed Jan. 21, 1846.

Elizabeth Fox, 1901; some AFs suggest that he and Ann Elizabeth may have married in 1829 or
1836; shows Jan. 16, 1901, posthumous ceremony.

311. Re-sealed Jan. 22, 1846.

312. Sarah and Nanny became Willard’s wives at ages sixteen and fourteen respectively (Quo-
rum, 233). Sarah was re-sealed to him Oct. 3, 1845 (NMPS, 112), and again Jan. 22, 1846. Nanny
was re-sealed Jan. 25, 1846. A great-granddaughter, Ann Richards Martin, suggested that the
marriages were not consummated until after the 1846 sealings (Stevenson, Richards Family His-
tory, 279).

313. Susannah and Willard were sealed in “Josephs Store [in] Nauvoo” (Willard Richards Di-
ary, 1836-52; Wilford Woodruff, “Historian’s Private Journal,” 1858-78; Hierarchy-1, 519). They
were re-sealed Feb. 6, 1846.

314. Amelia and Willard were re-sealed Jan. 22, 1846; Amelia acted as proxy for Willard's
re-sealing to his deceased first wife, Jenetta, on same date.

315. Without a formal ceremony, Alice and Willard “mutually acknowledge[d] each other
husband & wife, in a covenant not to be broken in time or Eternity ... as though the seal of the
covenant had been placed upon us” (Willard Richards Diary). Quorum accepts the 1845 event a
the SD; NMPS, 112, calls it a “self-performed” sealing, an “illegal ordinance.” Alice left Willard
and was not sealed to him in the temple in 1846; an AF shows her marriage to Moses Whitaker,
who died in 1851, and to George D. Watt two years later.

316. Three years after Willard’s death, Mary, Susannah, Rhoda, and Nanny were all sealed to
his nephew, Franklin D. Richards, Mar. 6, 1857, in the Endowment House in Salt Lake City.

317. Childbirth years 1834-56.
318. Childbirth years 1833-49.

319. Minerva was the aunt of Joseph’s first wife, Maria. AFs have two variants, showing Mi-
nerva‘s husband, Joseph Lee Robinson, born 1774 and Maria‘s MD 1836.

320. Marriage for time, Albert serving as proxy for Angeline’s sealing to her first husband,
Moses Horne, who was killed in a temple construction accident.

321. Elvira and Albert divorced in 1851 (Hierarchy-1, 578).

322. In testimony to the high council, Nov. 25, 1843, Lucinda accused her husband of seduc-
ing her sister, Phoebe (Nauvoo High Council Minute Book, LDS Archives, where William's name is
spelled “Sagars”). The council acquitted William, again five months later (cf. Swanson, Sagers
Clan, 35, 61, 65-66.) In 1869, Nathan Tanner affirmed that he had heard Sagers discussing “ce-
lestial marriage or plurality of wives” with Joseph Smith in Montrose, lowa, in the spring of 1844
(SAB), lending credence to Lucinda’s suspicion that “the abominable doctrine of Spiritual wives”
was behind the council’s indifference toward her sister’s moral welfare.

292. Re-sealed Jan. 12, 1846.
293. Re-sealed Jan. 28, 1846.

294. MD comes from Proctor and Proctor, Autobiography of Parley P Pratt, 589n5 (cf. 1985
edition of Pratt’s autobiography, MD Feb. 8, 1846; but the Proctors found the temple was closed
that day). No 1846 re-sealing (NMPS, 16, asserts a Feb. 8 ceremony).

295. Martha and Parley divorced in 1849 (Hierarchy-1, 571). No known DD (Proctor and
Proctor, Autobiography of Parley P. Pratt, 590).

296. Martha served as proxy for Return’s sealing to his deceased first wife, Laura Trask.
297. An AF has an Elizabeth Simon, but little information.
298. Childbirth years 1839-59.

299. Arrington, Charles C. Rich, 86, has MD Jan. 3. Eliza and Charles were re-sealed Jan. 15,
1846.

300. MD comes from Arrington, Charles C. Rich. Mary Ann and Charles were re-sealed Jan.
15, 1846.

301. MD comes from Arrington, Charles C. Rich. Sarah Jane and Charles were re-sealed Jan.
15, 1846.

302. Arrington Charles C. Rich, has MD, SD Feb. 2, as do an AF and DUP.
303. Childbirth years 1843-59.

304. Three years after Franklin's uncle, Willard Richards, died in 1854, Franklin married four
of his widows for time only: Susannah, Rhoda, Nanny, and Mary.

305. Josephine’s surname, de la Harpe, might be in reference to La Harpe, lllinois, a town not
far from Nauvoo. Josephine and Franklin eventually divorced.

306. Sarah’s and Levi’s 1843 civil marriage is documented in NDM, 96.

307. Most AFs have Persis marrying her first husband, Lorenzo Dow Young, on June 26,
1826, alternatively on June 6 (DUP). Her childbearing years were 1827-45. She left her twenty-
year-old husband in 1846, the day after he took a third wife, fifteen-year-old Susan Ann Ashby,
and she married forty-six-year-old Levi; she was thirty-nine (NMPS, 143). Apparently she contin-
ued to be known as Mrs. Lorenzo Dow Young.

308. An AF has the marriage in 1846 but no SD. Mary and Phineas were later divorced.

309. Margaret’s marriage and sealing in 1846 to her first husband, David Fullmer, were re-
voked, according to Raymond, “The Fullmer Family.”

310. Willard married eleven wives. Three years after his 1854 death, four of them (Nanny,
Mary, Rhoda, and Susannah Bayliss) married his nephew Franklin. An additional three women
were sealed to Willard after his death: Martha Falder, 1857; Sarah Edna Hinman, 1893; and Ann

323. Most AFs have MD of Mar. 1846. Harriet left William 1855, reportedly displeased with
1852 marriage to Frances; Harriet became Brigham Young’s forty-seventh wife Mar. 14, 1856,
bore third child Nov. 28, 1855, after she and William divorced. No record of children sealed to
Young, although they acquired his name (Swanson, Sagers Clan, 91-95; Wayne D. Stout, Geneal-
ogy of the Sagers, Fisk, and Stout Families, 1960, 414.)

324. Frances divorced William and the sealing was canceled on Aug. 23, 1855 (Swanson,
Sagers Clan, 91.)

325. Elizabeth married Richard M. Hunt on Mar. 3, 1887, in Blackfoot, Idaho, one year after
William’s death in the same town (AF). William bequeathed a sixty-acre farm to Elizabeth and her
four children, but since the “Sagers” name disappears from Bingham County the children must
have acquired Hunt's name. The 1870 census has a thirty-four-year-old Mary Sagers, seventeen
years older than Elizabeth Mary, in Tooele County, Utah; Stout, Genealogy of the Sagers, 416-17,
includes this Mary as an eighth wife married ca. 1861, with four children (cf. Stout, History of
Tooele County, 1961, 570).

326. Childbirth years 1832-65. Rachel was re-sealed to Ellis on Jan. 21, 1846.

327. Esther married Ellis for time, and Ellis was proxy for her sealing to William Atkins Gheen.

328. Childbirth years 1837-59.
329. Re-sealed Jan. 23, 1846.

330. Re-sealed Jan. 31, 1846. Lura’s name also given as “Lucy” (NDM, 68), “Lury,” and
“Lura” (AFs).

331. At the re-sealing in 1846, Alice served as proxy for Lucius’s first wife, Lura.

332. AFs also have a Jane Fales, born “about 1810,” and Jane Hobs, born “about 1808, "
married to Lucius on same date as to Jane Hobs Fales.

333. Sarah Elizabeth was sealed to her first husband, Thomas Eldredge Fuller, Jan. 26, 1846
(SB, NMPS, 167); she was re-sealed to him in 1857, her second husband, Lucius, serving as proxy.

334. Patty was sealed to Joseph Smith in 1842, although not re-sealed to him in 1846 as her
daughter, Sylvia, was (Compton, 683). After David’s death in 1850, Patty married John Parry, Dec.
14, 1851, and was sealed to him for time. She died 1892/3 in Bountiful, formerly Sessions Settle-
ment, Utah, where her daughter and son Peregrine lived.

335. MD comes from Patty Sessions diary (Smart, Mormon Midwife, 142, 276). The cere-
mony was performed by Brigham Young.

336. Harriet Elvira Teeples should not be confused with her aunt, Elvira Teeples, born eleven
years earlier in 1819. The aunt, born in Rochester, New York, to Jacob Teeples and Rhoda Bentley,
married Albert Perry Rockwood 1846. David's wife was born in Pontiac, Michigan, to George
Bentley Teeples and wife, Hulda. The AFs also confuse David Sessions, born 1790, with his name-
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sake son, born 1823. Patty’s diary (Dec. 1, 1849) mentioned that her fifty-nine-year-old husband
told her of his plans to marry the nineteen-year-old Harriet Teeples and that on Jan. 13, 1850,
“Hariet [was] sealed to Mr Sessions” (Smart, Mormon Midwife, 139, 142.)

337. Patty served as proxy for her son’s sealing on Nov. 6, 1871, to a woman named Velora
Emory who had died the year before. The similarity between Emory and Emorrett suggests a pos-
sible typographical error or the possibility that Velora may have been a sister of Fanny, as just one
interpretation (NMPS, 205.)

338. Childbirth years 1833-46.

339. Childbirth years 1842-47; re-sealed Jan. 13, 1846. Bathsheba's MD comes from NDM,
92.

340. Lucy remembered her MD as Nov. 23 (Lucy Meserve Smith, “Historical Narrative,” Spe-
cial Collections, J. Willard Marriott Library, University of Utah). George wrote that his first wife,
Bathsheba, gave him five wives “before leaving the Temple of Nauvoo” (George A. Smith Family
Papers, Marriott Library). Hannah Mariah had apparently separated from William Smith in 1845
but remained sealed to him until 1846 when George was re-sealed to his first wife, re-sealed to
four plural wives, and sealed for the first time to Hannah Mariah and two additional women.

341. The MD is confirmed in the George Albert Smith Papers, Marriott Library. AFs have MD
of Nov. 29, 1844, same as Lucy, and alternate spelling of surname: “Clements. "

342. Zora Smith Jarvis, “Sketch of Zilpha Stark Smith’s Life,” LDS Archives, has MD Mar. 26;
the George Albert Smith Papers, Marriott Library, have Mar. 8.

343. Agnes was the widow of Don Carlos Smith, who first married her deceased husband's
brother, Joseph Smith, then George A. Smith for time as George stood proxy for Don Carlos
(Brigham Young Diary; Compton, 674, citing Gideon Tibbetts Ridlon, Saco Valley Settlements and
Families, 1984).

344. Marriage for time, George A. serving as the proxy for Susanna’s sealing to Mark Bigler
(proxy record 187 has “for time”; sealing record 501 omits this qualification); sealing canceled by
Wilford Woodruff, Mar. 16, 1894.

345. Mary Jane and George A. were first cousins. She was the daughter of Asael Smith Jr.,
George A.'s and Joseph Smith’s uncle. She married her first husband, George Washington Gee,
Feb. 5, 1837, in Kirtland, Ohio, and George A. (for time) ten years after Gee's death.

346. In addition to the women listed here, two others may have been wives: a Mrs. Derbot
and someone named Perry (Hierarchy-1, 583-84). Hyrum was also sealed posthumously to Susan
Ivers and Polly Miller, January 1846.

347. This was a marriage for time, Hyrum serving as proxy for Mercy’s sealing to her de-
ceased husband, Robert B. Thompson. MD in AF, DUP, and Mercy's recollection (Dec. 1880) of this
marriage decreed “by direct revelation from Heaven through Brother Joseph the Prophet” (Auto-

tionship with Fanny Alger, and she confronted Eliza Snow and Emily and Eliza Partridge about
their connections to her husband. She was also aware of the legal action initiated by family
friends over Joseph’s romantic connection to and fiduciary neglect of the Lawrence sisters. After
Joseph's death in 1844, Emma refused to acknowledge that her husband had ever married other
women.

358. Louisa Beaman’s 1841 marriage to Joseph was confirmed by her brother-in-law, Joseph
B. Noble, and reported in HR 6:233. On Jan. 14, 1846, she married Brigham Young for time,
while he served as proxy for her re-sealing to Joseph. She bore five children to Brigham, all of
whom died in the years of their birth.

359. Zina married her first husband, Henry Bailey Jacobs, on Mar. 7, 1841 (NDM, 92), be-
came pregnant with her first child in April, and married Joseph Smith that fall. Her brother Dimick
affirmed on May 1, 1869, that he had performed her marriage to Joseph, a ceremony witnessed
by Fanny Maria Huntington (SAB). In Sept. 1844, Zina married Brigham Young (Compton, 661;
Hierarchy-1, 607), then re-married him Feb. 2, 1846, when she was pregnant with her second
child by Jacobs; she was re-sealed to Joseph at the same time. A daughter by Brigham named
Zina was considered Joseph’s offspring for the eternities.

360. Lucinda married two Freemasons: William Morgan, who was kidnaped and reportedly
murdered when he published a Masonic exposé in 1826, and George Harris four years later. In
1834 the Harrises converted to Mormonism and moved to Missouri, then lllinois. While still living
with George, Lucinda married Joseph by Jan. 1842. She was re-sealed to him on Jan. 22, 1846,
George acting as proxy for Joseph (SB).

361. Mary Elizabeth reported that she had a romantic relationship with Joseph beginning in
1831 at age thirteen, although she did not marry him until 1842 when she was twenty-three and
married. She was still living with her husband, Adam Lightner, when she married Brigham Young
for time on May 22, 1845, Brigham serving as proxy for her re-sealing to Joseph; repeat sealing in
1846

362. While married to David Sessions, Patty recorded in her journal that she was united to Jo-
seph Mar. 9, 1842, by Willard Richards “in Newel K. Whitneys chamber,” her daughter Sylvia wit-
nessing the marriage. Sylvia had also polyandrously married Joseph the previous month and re-
mained Windsor Lyon’s wife (Compton, 179).

363. Delcena’s husband, Lyman Sherman, died Feb. 15, 1839, in Far West, Missouri. Her
brother Benjamin returned from a mission to Canada in early July 1842 to find her married to Jo-
seph Smith (Zimmerman, / Knew the Prophets, 45). Joseph probably wed Delcena before his June
29 marriage to Eliza Snow. On Jan. 24, 1846, Delcena married Almon W. Babbitt, who acted as
proxy for her eternal sealing to Lyman Sherman.

364. After marrying Joseph and moving in with the Smiths in the summer of 1842, Eliza
clashed with Emma and was forced to depart from the household on Feb. 11, 1843. About three

biographical Sketch). Other evidence hints at an earlier date. She said they were married “a few
weeks” before Hyrum read Joseph’s revelation on marriage to the high council Aug. 12, 1843
(Deseret Evening News, Feb. 6, 1886). An entry in Joseph Smith’s diary May 29, 1843, stated that
“Hyrum, Brigham, Willard, and Sis[ter] Thompson <were married> and Heber and Newell K.
[Whitney] [were] present” (Faulring, American Prophet’s Record, 381). She later married John Tay-
lor, but they divorced in 1847 (Hierarchy-1, 597; Brown, 308; NMPS, 119).

348. Catherine said “the prophet Joseph Smith himself” performed her marriage to Hyrum
“in the brick office building belonging to my husband” (Deseret Evening News, Sept. 27, 1905, 2).

349. Re-sealed to Hyrum Jan. 30, 1846, John Taylor acting as proxy.

350. Apparently Jackson, Narrative of the Adventures and Experience, 30, made reference to
Louisa when he wrote that Joseph Smith offered his brother “one of his spiritual girls, whom
Hyrum loved dearly, a Miss S.,” in consideration for Joseph’s alleged interest in Hyrum’s daughter,
Lovina. Louisa received her patriarchal blessing coincident with these events on Sept. 17.

351. Clarissa was re-sealed to John on Jan. 15, 1846.

352. Married for time, followed by Mary’s Jan. 15, 1846, sealing to Silas Smith, John serving
as proxy (Irene M. Bates, “Uncle John Smith, 1781-1854: Patriarchal Bridge,” Dialogue, fall 1987,
86, citing Jesse N. Smith’s journal; cf. Jesse N. Smith Family Association, Journal of Jesse Nathaniel
Smith, 1953, 7).

353. Julia’s son, Benjamin Johnson, noted in My Life’s Review and Mar. 4, 1870, affidavit that
marital arrangements were made during Joseph Smith’s Oct. 19-21, 1843, visit (HR 6:222), imply-
ing that the ceremony was performed at the time or soon after on a subsequent visit.

354. Ann and John divorced in 1850.

355. Marriage for time, John acting as proxy for Sarah’s sealing to Joseph Smith.

356. The DUP includes only one plural wife in the entry for Joseph Smith, that of Desdemona
Fullmer, who had adopted the Smith surname later in life. Under the names of the women them-
selves, thirteen are identified as wives of Smith. Emma is not profiled at all among Utah pioneers
since she did not settle in Utah. In the current chart, “Mrs.” indicates a living husband in addition
to Joseph. One more candidate for the Smith household would be Olive Andrews, who on Jan.
15, 1846, married Brigham Young for time and Joseph Smith for eternity in company of the
known widows of the prophet. It is unclear if this was Olive’s first sealing or a re-sealing indicating
a previous marriage to Joseph. Other candidates might include Vienna Jacques, Aphia Sanburn,
or Jane Tibbets, the latter whom Cook (82) affirms were “sealed husband and wife ... during the
Prophet’s lifetime,” even though “the precise date is unknown.” These women were among
those sealed (or re-sealed) to Smith after his death.

357. When Emma eloped with Joseph in Jan. 1827, she may not have anticipated how plural
wives would define the church he would found. In the 1830s she became aware of Joseph's rela-

months after Joseph’s death, Eliza was re-sealed to Joseph and married for time to Brigham
Young, who stood as Joseph’s proxy.

365. Sarah Rapson seems to have been mistakenly referred to as Sarah Bapson (B*****) by
Bennett in his 1842 History of the Saints. The name Sarah Bapson was nevertheless incorporated
into church sealing records in 1899, along with a note that a sealing had presumably been per-
formed “during the lifetime of the Prophet Joseph but there is no record thereof.” On that as-
sumption, Bapson was re-sealed on Apr. 4, 1899. For Sarah Rapson, there is no MD, only an as-
sumption that it must have occurred before Bennett's departure in July 1842. Archival sources
indicate that Sarah’s full name was Sarah Rapson Poulterer. Her patriarchal blessing gives a BD of
Mar. 7, 1791, Sussex, England (Patriarchal Blessings, Book 3, LDS Archives); she seems to have
married Thomas Poulterer Sept. 26, 1814. After migrating to Utah in the 1850s, she died in Salt
Lake City in 1879 (Deseret Evening News, Aug. 20, 1879).

366. Ruth married Edward Sayers Jan. 23, 1841 (NDM, 91) and continued to live with him af-
ter her 1843 marriage to Joseph. There is no record of an 1846 sealing (SB).

367. Compton, 389, finds Mar. 4 a feasible MD. Quinn (research notes) interprets a possible
Clayton anagram as evidence for a June 1 marriage. On May 2 and June 1, Flora went on plea-
sure rides with Joseph in a carriage (Smith, Intimate Chronicle, 100, 118-19).

368. A year and a half after her initial marriage to Joseph in Mar. 1843 (a second ceremony
was said to have been performed on May 11), Emily married Brigham Young for time as he stood
as proxy for her sealing to Joseph for eternity.

369. It is thought that Almera’s marriage to Joseph occurred about the time of his visits to
see her on Apr. 2 and May 16, 1843 (Zimmerman, / Knew the Prophets, 41-43; Faulring, Ameri-
can Prophet’s Record, 333; Smith, Intimate Chronicle, 101).

370. Helen Mar was pressured to marry Joseph Smith when she was a young girl in love with
Horace Whitney. She married Horace (Feb. 3, 1846) after Joseph's death but was considered a
“proxy wife” being cared for in her first husband's absence, her nine children by Horace belong-
ing to Joseph in the eternities. Horace stood proxy for Helen’s sealing to Joseph at the same time
Horace married her for time (Compton and Hatch, Widow’s Tale, introduction; Whitney, Life of
Heber C. Kimball, 1945, 37). In the 1850s, Horace married two plural wives: Lucy Bloxham in
1850 and Mary Cravath in 1856.

371. Elvira affirmed on Aug. 28, 1869, that Heber Kimball had sealed her to Joseph on
June 1, 1843.

372. Rhoda was a sister of Joseph's apostle and scribe, Willard Richards. At age fifty-eight,
when she married Joseph, she was the prophet’s oldest wife; on Jan. 31, 1846, she married
Brigham Young for time, Brigham serving as proxy for her sealing to Joseph.

373. Compton, 537, says Hannah's parents were Thompson and Hannah Ells; BD




Mar. 4,1806, Lewis, England; and that she married Joseph in the first half of 1843. The DUP iden-
tifies her as Hannah Ann Dubois, daughter of Richard and Ann Dubois; BD July 31, 1808, in Sa-
lem, New Jersey; mother of two children, Mary Jane Smith (b. July 27, 1833) and Peter Aker
Smith (b. May 24, 1835), possibly fathered by Joseph. An AF specifies that Hannah’s parents were
Thomas Ells & Hannah Smart, hence her initial “S". John Benbow stated that when Hannah was
boarding with him in the summer of 1843, Joseph frequently visited her and talked about plural
marriage (affidavit, Aug. 28, 1869).

374. Quinn disputes whether Mary Ann was married to Joseph during his lifetime (Hierar-
chy-1, 399); for more on this, see note 288. An AF has alternate BD 1808, same day and month.

375. Just over a year after Olive married Joseph in summer 1843, she married Brigham Young
for time, Nov. 7, 1844, Brigham acting as proxy for her re-sealing to Smith.

376. Phebe was a member of Joseph’s Quorum of the Anointed and was sealed to him in-
stead of to her civil husband, himself a polygamist, after Joseph'’s death (SB). But Compton is un-
convinced that this implies a temporal relationship; Quinn, too, considers it “only a possibility”
that she married Joseph during his lifetime (Hierarchy-1, 399).

377. Two witnesses to Fanny’s marriage, Harriet Cook Young and Augusta Adams Young,
signed affidavits in Mar. 1870 and July 1869. Fanny was re-sealed to Joseph Apr. 4, 1899. The
sealing record from 1899 assumes she was one of Joseph's wives during his lifetime.

378. Some AFs have “William B. Smith,” the name he used in the Illinois infantry, 1864-65,
or “William Francis Smith,” an alias for a bigamous marriage, Feb. 21, 1889, to someone alleg-
edly named Rosanna B. Jewitt Surprise (see note 389). He was publicly identified as a polygamist
in 1844 after marrying Samuel Brannan to a second wife (Hierarchy-1, 214, 594-95) and 1845
when he delivered a speech saying he, for one, “was not in favor of making any secret of the
matter” (Irene M. Bates, “William Smith, 1811-93: Problematic Patriarch,” Dialogue, summer
1983, 16-17, 19). He later denied polygamy (Launius, Joseph Smith Ill, 208).

379. Caroline Amanda was a sister of Jedediah M. Grant, a future member of the LDS First
Presidency.

380. Mary Ann was born in Bedford, England. She separated from her husband, James Shef-
field, and married William by the fall of 1843 (Brown, 288). In 1845 she separated from William
(Hierarchy-1, 594). She married Joseph Stratton in Dec. 1846 in St. Louis and was sealed to him.
They moved to Salt Lake City, where he died in 1850. Mary Ann married C. W. West the next

year; C. W. stood as proxy for her sealing to Joseph Stratton. C. W. died in 1871, and Mary Ann
died in Oct. 1908 in Ogden.

381. Sarah Ann and her younger sister, Hanna Mariah Libby, both married William in 1844
and both separated from him in 1845. Remaining together, the sisters both married George A.
Smith on Nov. 20, 1845; they were re-sealed to him on Jan. 26, 1846 (George A. Smith Family Pa-
pers; Hierarchy-1, 581, 594; Compton, 156). NMPS, 149, 249, confirms Sarah Ann’s 1845 sealing

Aldrich, who died in 1868. She married Erastus in a double wedding with her sister, Achsah, two
years after her niece, Minerva, had married the same husband.

397. Margaret was born in Ontario in 1820 and married Erastus in St. George in 1877. She is
not to be confused with another Margaret Earl, born in Ohio in 1818, who married Ruben
Loudenbach in Indiana in 1836 and lived in lowa until 1908. Little is known about the woman
from Ontario, even the identity of her parents, except that her appearance in St. George is a
better match for a wife of a Mormon apostle than the woman who lived in Earlham.

398. Lorenzo’s marriage history follows Smith, Biography and Family Record; Sorenson, “Har-
riet Amelia Squires Snow”; and Bray, “Eleanor Houtz Snow.”

399. Contrary to Eliza Snow Smith, Biography and Family Record, who suggested a MD of
April 1845, an AF asserts the MD was Jan. 17, 1845. It has been said that Mary’s sister, Hannah
Maria Goddard (1828-1919) married Lorenzo in 1845, but without corroborating evidence.

400. Childbirth years 1838-52.
401. Married for time, Willard serving as proxy for Mary’s sealing to Elijah Freeman.
402. Childbirth years to 1846.

403. Sally was endowed on Dec. 24, 1845, using Snow’s surname, suggesting that the mar-
riage had taken place (Brown, 291n431). They were re-sealed on Jan. 24, 1846.

404. Mary married her uncle Daniel, her father Hiram Spencer’s brother.

405. Emily’s husband, Hiram Spencer, died Aug. 12, 1846; in a levirate ceremony on Jan. 24,
1847, his brother Daniel acted as proxy for her re-sealing to Hiram; she then married Daniel for
time (NMPS, 75-76; AF has MD Jan. 25, 1847).

406. Soon after giving birth to her daughter, Martha Emma Spencer, on Jan. 30, 1848, Mar-
tha Knight died in April. She was sealed to Orson the next year, her sister wife Margaret serving
as proxy. By 1854 the record had been changed to show the children as belonging to someone
else.

407. WQ Sealing Record has an alternate BD for Margaret Ann of Feb. 28.
408. Childbirth years 1834-53.

409. There is disagreement about whether Charity and Levi were married Jan. 13 (AF) and
sealed Jan. 20 (SB; Black, Annotated Record) or if both events occurred on the twentieth.

410. George was born in Watertown, New York. After converting to Mormonism, he became
an alternate city councilman in Nauvoo and, after becoming disaffected from the LDS Church in
Utah, a territorial judge, appointed in 1854 by U.S. President Franklin Pierce. In December 1856,
Brigham Young charged Stiles with adultery in a church proceeding (Stiles refused to participate)
resulting in his excommunication. A week later, vandals broke into Stiles’s office, burned his
books, and threw his papers into the privy. In 1860 he was living in Ohio; he died in Texas (Jessee,

It also gives Sarah Ann’s repeat sealing on Jan. 26,
1846, the same date Hannah was sealed to George A., but does not connect the two or mention
William. Brown, 277, 289, has Sarah Ann’s MD to William “about 1845,” while an AF claims to
have a complete SD for William.

383. Susan and William married and then separated within the same year (Hierarchy-1, 594)

384. Mary Jane was born in Wiltshire, England, in 1823. She married William one month af-
ter William’s first wife, Caroline, died (Nauvoo Neighbor, July 2, 1845). Mary Jane and William
separated within two months and formally divorced in 1847 (Hierarchy-1, 594).

385. At fourteen, Henriette was William'’s youngest polygamous bride (Brigham Young Diary,
Aug. 8, 1845; Eva A. Rice and Loretta C. Rice, Footprints of Ira Rice, 1973, 11). Henriette sepa-
rated from William the same year they were married (Quinn, Hierarchy-1, 594).

386. About the same time William gave “a full declaration of his belief in the doctrine of a
plurality of wives &c” in Aug. 1845, he gave patriarchal blessings to plural wives Priscilla and
Mary Ann (William Smith Patriarchal Blessing Book, 108, Community of Christ Library-Archives,
Independence, Missouri; William Smith Patriarchal Blessing Book, 72-73, Theodore Schroeder
Collection, State Historical Society Library, Madison, Wisconsin).

387. In a consistent trend, Elizabeth and William married and separated the same year (Hier-
archy-1, 594).

388. William and Abeanade married in 1846 and separated in 1847 (Hierarchy-1, 594.)

389. William was said to have married another woman in 1889 whose name was reported as
Rosanna B. Jewitt Surprise. The name is probably a conflation of Rosanna Grant and Rosella
Goyette Surprise.

390. Various AFs have MDs spanning 1840-48.

391. Emily married her first husband, Zachariah Harris, Mar. 6, 1834. He died in 1839. After
an 1846 SD, some AFs show an 1856 MD (re-sealing) to Abraham:; childbirth years 1847-59.

392. The full name comes from DUP.

393. Re-sealed Jan. 23, 1846. Childbirth years 1841-63.

394. Re-sealed Jan. 23, 1846, and in proxy ceremony for Louisa Wing White, Jan. 30, 1846.

395. Achsah married Alden White on Mar. 12, 1809. He died Aug. 16, 1830, after fathering
six children, including Erastus’s second wife, Minerva. Two years later, Minerva’s mother and Aunt
Louisa became her sister wives. That same year, Erastus was married to Achsah’s deceased daugh-
ter, Louisa (b. 1818), by proxy. An AF has a namesake daughter, Achsah, born “about 1820,"
who is also said to have married Erastus in 1846.

396. Louisa was born in Worcester, Massachusetts. On Nov. 17, 1826, she married Levi

414. Re-sealed Jan. 7, 1846.

415. The sealing was repeated Jan. 14, 1846.

416. Mary Cook’s marriage was noted in the Nauvoo Marriage Record on Feb. 2, 1844
(NDM, 109).

417. The marriage ceremony was performed by Hyrum Smith (NDM, 109).

418. Nauvoo Social History Project has BD of Sep. 11, 1813. Re-sealed Jan. 14, 1846.

‘419. Annie and John separated in 1845 and received a church divorce Nov. 9, 1852 (Hierar-
chy-1, 597; Brown, 308; NMPS, 119).

420. Mary Ann was raised in Brooklyn and no doubt helped her father, Ezra, with his store in
Manhattan. After the family moved to Nauvoo in 1841, Ezra opened another successful mercan-
tile establishment. Mildred P. M. Fontano, “Ezra Oakley and Elizabeth DeGroot,” online at The Pi-
oneer Ancestors of Norman & Rebecca McClellan, writes with pride about her ancestor’s marriage
to John Taylor but without explicitly mentioning polygamy.

421. Ann married Solomon Pitchforth in Halifax, England, June 13, 1824. An AF has MD to
John Taylor Jan. 7 and SD Jan. 30; SB has only the latter.

422. Abigail died sometime between June 15 and July 31 (NDM, 78).

423. Caroline and Elizabeth Beard were sisters. Elizabeth married Alvah at age fifteen in
1845/46 (AF), but she is not in NDM (1839-45), so they were probably married in 1846. She bore
a child in WQ, 1846/47. An AF has MD and SD 1853.

424. The BP, entry no. 86, has an 1846 sealing to a deceased Abigail Jane Smith, BD 1812,
but probably a mistake carried over from the entry for Abigail Sprague, another of John’s wives.

425. As early as 1841, Turley was charged with maintaining a “second female” and “sleep-
ing with two females.” Joseph Smith told the Nauvoo High Council, Feb. 6, 1841, to forgive
Turley as long as he confessed “that he had acted unwisely, unjustly, imprudently, and” in a way
that was “unbecoming” a church member (Quinn, Mormon Hierarchy: Extensions, 632).

426. Childbirth years 1822-Sep. 1842.

427. Childbirth years Oct. 1842-1850. Mary was an unwed mother when she gave birth to a
baby in Oct. 1842 that died a year later. The father was Gustavus Hills, who was ordered by the
Nauvoo Municipal Court to pay alimony (Newell K. Whitney Papers, Perry Special Collections).




The church disfellowshipped Gustavus for “illicit intercourse” and bigamy since he was already
married to Elizabeth Ann Mansfield (Nauvoo High Council Minutes). Mary confirmed in an Aug.
29 affidavit that Hills had urged her to remove to Columbus, Ohio, until she gave birth (Journal
History of the Church, Aug. 29, 1842). It is presumed that Theodore’s marriage to Mary was a
condition for marrying her sister, Eliza, in 1844. Turley family members antedated the marriage to
1842 to give Mary’s son a legitimate father (AF, Turley and Turley, Theodore Turley Family Book,
1978).

428. Childbirth years 1845-47. Re-sealed Feb. 3, 1846; Feb. 2 in Turley and Turley, Turley
Family Book.

429. Childbirth years July 1845-55. Re-sealed a second time, Jan. 19, 1846.

430. Childbirth years 1845-55.

431. Marriage for time, Edward standing as proxy for Susan’s sealing to Hyrum Smith.
432. Childbirth years 1836-44.

433. An AF has an alternate BD of July 6. Caroline’s 1855 marriage to Alexander McRae sets
the limit for estimating when she and Edward separated.

434. Childbirth years 1842-54. An AF has an alternate BD of Nov. 26, as does Brown, 327.

435. Jessee, John Taylor Nauvoo Journal; NMPS, 68, have DD Sept. 5/6, 1835. When Mary
was sealed to Nathan in 1846, Adeline stood as proxy.

436. After a civil marriage about 1838, Adeline and Nathan were sealed in Jan. 1846,
Adeline also acting as proxy for Nathan's deceased wife, Mary Hulet.

437. Louisa was Adeline’s mother and widow of King Follett, a man remembered in LDS his-
tory for the theological speculation his death elicited, expounded by Joseph Smith in the eulogy
at Follett’s funeral.

438. Childbirth years 1834-53.

439. Childbirth years 1823-47. Elizabeth Ann and Newel were re-sealed in the temple Jan. 7,
1846.

440. Elizabeth Almira divorced Newel in 1848.

441. Emmeline’s middle name is sometimes given as “Belos” (Madsen, “Emmeline B. Wells:
‘Am | Not a Woman and a Sister?'”; Larry N. Poulsen, “The Life and Contributions of Newell
Kimball Whitney,” M.A. thesis, BYU, 1966; cf. Vicky Burgess-Olson, Sister Saints, 1978, for
“Blanche”). She and Newel were re-sealed Jan. 26, 1846. NMPS, 36, and Brown, 333, report an
earlier Feb. 14, 1845.

442 . Elizabeth divorced Newel in 1848. Her father, Thomas Moore, left the Mormon faith
and died in 1868, after which Elizabeth’s mother, Mahala, canceled her sealing to Thomas and
married Joseph Kingsbury in 1870. Kingsbury had been the front husband for Sarah Ann Whit-

450. Sarah Ann married John Saunders in 1841.

451. Childbirth years 1825-51.

452. Eliza was sealed to Elizier Terrill in 1846 and apparently married Alexander in 1852. An
AF indicates a sealing to Alexander, evidently for time, and re-sealing by proxy to Elizier. The AF

has her as Elisa (cf. SB Eliza), with the possibility that a scribe allowed the “z” from her first hus-
band’s name (Elizier) to migrate to her name.

453. Guy married three Grangers, all sisters, apparently during the Nauvoo period.
454, Childbirth years 1831-43.
455. AFs show BD variances 1801-06 for each sister.

456. Childbirth years 1831-51. An AF for Nancy Ann has a DD July 19, typescript in Church
Archives uses July 20, perhaps a burial date.

457. SB appears to have BD of Oct. 11, although 16 in AF may be correct. He and his first
wife, Mary Elizabeth, had six children, 1826-42.

458. An AF has her father's name Benjamin Boyce Buys, which could be correct. Her DD June
4, 1833/35 is incorrect because Nancy Ann was present at her sealing to Daniel in 1846. Some
AFs also have Nancy Ann improbably married to three different men simultaneously.

459. Childbirth years 1838-53.

460. Wilford referred to Mary Ann, Mary Caroline, and Sarah Elinor as “members of my fam-
ily” and said that Mary Caroline and Sarah Elinor “had been lead away” by “young men” who
spent their “nights in fiddleing & dancing And afterwards ... folley[,] evil & wickedness” (Kenney,
Wilford Woodruff's Journal, 3:71). Two days after Wilford arrived in Nauvoo from England on
Apr. 13, 1846, he went to the temple (3:39), the date of his marriage to Mary Ann (AF), who was
again at the temple on May 1 (3:42). On Aug. 2 he made oblique reference to his young wives
when he wrote that Brigham Young explained “the principal of sealing” to “Phoebe W. Wood-
ruff[,] [Mary] Caroline Barton[,] [Sarah Elinor] Brown[,] [and] Mary [Ann] Jackson” (3:64-65).

461. Kenney, Wilford Woodruff's Journals, 1:208, 5:70, has Sarah Delight’s BD July 26, 1838.
Matthias F. Cowley, Wilford Woodruff, Fourth President of the Church, 1909, has her DD 1907,
same day and month as AF.

462. Phebe was sealed to Lucien for time, and he served as proxy for her sealing to Joseph
Smith. She lived about twenty-eight years beyond her sealing (Newell G. Bringhurst, Reconsider-
ing No Man Knows My History: Fawn M. Brodie and Joseph Smith in Retrospect, 1996, 185;
Compton, 395; NMPS, 85, specifying a DD later than 1872).

463. Edwin’s vital statistics come from Arrington, From Quaker to Latter-Day Saint, 110-15,
489-90.

464. Childbirth years 1831-54.

ney, who had secretly married Joseph Smith in 1843. Through these convoluted relationships, Sa-
rah Ann was, in effect, Elizabeth’s aunt and stepdaughter.

443. Marriage for time, Newell as proxy for Henrietta’s sealing to Alonzo W. Whitney.

444. Lyman may have been sealed to four wives on May 14, 1844, when he was initiated
into the Quorum of the Anointed (Quorum, 241). Wight, Wild Ram of the Mountain, 236, 441,
has Wight surrounded by four wives at the church wood lots in Wisconsin in September 1844, at
a time when Harriet was “old enough to be the other wives’ mother,” Mary Ann was just seven-
teen, Mary Hawley was twenty-two from Vermont, and Jane was “expecting a child in late win-
ter.” Plural marriages ceased for a while after Joseph Smith’s death, so Lyman’s marriages must
have been performed before June 27. AFs show Harriet Benton and Mary Hawley each a year
younger than the biography indicates for Sept. 1844. Jane's expectation of a child in late winter
would coincide with a marriage in June. AFs have Mary Ann’s name alternately as Mary Ann Otis,
her fathers first name. She is said to have been born Oct. 1828, making her fifteen years old in
Sept. 1844. The AFs also have her subsequent husband, Ralph Jenkins, marrying both a Mary Ann
Otis and Mary Ann Hobart on same date in 1865 (cf. Succession, 122-25). Lyman’s first three
wives were re-sealed to him on Jan. 28, 1846, his fourth wife on Jan. 30.

445. Wight, Wild Ram, 500-01; Roberts, Succession, 122-25.

446. Childbirth years 1844-66. Matilda is younger sister of Orange’s wife, Rosilla Carter.

447. Matilda’s brother, Gideon Carter, recalled that Orange married “a young lady” in the fall
of 1844/45 “to whom he had been engaged before marrying my sister.” Orange’s father per-
formed the ceremony (Succession, 123). That young lady was Sarah Hadfield, for whom an AF
suggests a MD of Feb. 6, 1844. Wight, Wild Ram, 239, 442-47, 501, clarifies that this was
Matilda’s marriage date and that Sarah married the following year on Feb. 7. Orange recalled that
“at first the Doctrine [of plural marriage] was taught in private. The first | knew about it was in
John Hig[bele['s family(;] he lived close to us and being well a[c]quainted with him and family |
discovered he had two wives” (Untitled Reminiscence). Sarah’s childbirth years were 1847-54.

448. In Jeremiah Willey's autobiography (Family History Library, Salt Lake City), he recounts
his 1804 birth in New Hampshire; 1827 marriage to Bathsheba and her 1838 death near India-
napolis; 1839 marriage to Samantha, who bore him nine children and was sealed to him in 1846;
mustering with the Mormon Battalion; and his farming in Bountiful, Utah, to his 1868 death. He
avoids explicit acknowledgment of his plural wives but mentions a son born in 1859, “apparently
by Samantha Willey,” suggesting other possibilities. When Samantha was sealed to him, she was
also proxy for his sealing to a Hannah (NMPS, 153). On the same date, he was sealed to Sarah
Ann, following what an AF indicates was the birth of their child, John Alphonzo Willey, Oct. 23,
1845. Following Jeremiah's death, he was sealed on Nov. 15, 1871, to Elvira Burnham, Emma
Jane Call (twenty-five years his junior), Lucia Irene Call, and Electa Parker (AFs).

449. Childbirth years 1840-59.

465. Ellen gave birth in 1845; a year she may have been sealed, with a re-sealing in 1846
(Arrington, From Quaker to Latter-Day Saint, 489.)

466. Childbirth years 1847-58.

467. Mary's BD comes from the WQ sealing records; Arrington has a BD Mar. 24, 1824 (From
Quaker to Latter-Day Saint); AFs have BDs Mar. 8 and 24, 1824.

468. Childbirth years 1831-58. Mary's BD is from SB and James Smith, “Nauvoo Social His-
tory Project” (cf. AF, Apr. 11, 1813).
469. An AF gives a BD for Mary that is approximately the same as for Thomas.

470. Both Catherine Miles and her daughter, Maria Catherine Miles, married Thomas and
lived with him in the remote Utah town of Kanosh until they both eventually divorced him, al-
though they continued living in Kanosh. Maria married Noah Avery on Sept. 12, 1875. Thomas
died in 1897. AFs mention a Susan Maria Miles not connected to Catherine. They also show an
alternate MD for Catherine of July 29, 1865; DUP has MD Jan. 22, 1859.

471. Childbirth years 1831-48, plus a child of unknown BD.

472. Marriage for time, David serving as proxy for Harriet's sealing to William Caulflesh.
473. Re-sealed Jan. 7, 1846.

474. Childbirth years 1834-44; re-sealed Jan. 7, 1846.

475. Joseph Smith sealed Lucy Ann to Brigham; she was re-sealed to Brigham on Jan. 14,
1846. Her MD is from her affidavit in SAB; DUP has June 15; AFs have both dates.

476. The MD is confirmed by Johnson, “Determining and Defining ‘Wife,"” (also AFs, DUP).
BE 3:804 has an alternative MD of 1843, same day and month; Orson F. Whitney, “Three Pioneer
Women,"” History of Utah, 1904, 4:63-67) reports May 3, 1843.

477. Abigail was the mother of Brigham’s first wife, Miriam.

478. Phebe was the mother of Brigham’s second wife, Mary Ann.

479. Marriage for time, Brigham serving as proxy for Naamah's sealing to John Saunders Twiss.
480. Marriage for time, Brigham acting as proxy for Nancy's sealing to Oliver Walker.

481. An alternate 1850 MD from AFs perpetuate a supposed typographical error in * Pre—E_n-
dowment House and Endowment House Sealings,” carried over into Crockwell, Pictures and Bi-
ographies (Johnson, “Determining and Defining ‘Wife,”” 68n).

482. Childbirth years 1834-56.
483. Marriage for time, Joseph acting as proxy for Lydia’s sealing to Isaac Fleming.
484. Marriage for time, Joseph acting as proxy for Mary Ann’s sealing to James L. Burnham.
